COURSE OBJECTIVES

The course has been designed so that on satisfactory completion, students will demonstrate the following skills:

· Ability to produce fine wood products using hand and power tools and limited machinery
· Understanding of properties and characteristics of timber

· Awareness of the occupational health and safety issues concerning woodworking environments
· Appreciation of the role of wooden products in society and the basic design process.
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ARTICULATION 

The program will give participants the option of further study or career opportunities in the following manner:

· Recognition towards entry requirements for the two year Diploma of Arts (Furniture Design) (Course Code: 21127VIC) currently being delivered by the Forest Heritage Centre’s Australian School of Fine Wood.

· Recognition by potential employers of prior practical learning within the Fine Wood Industry.
· Basic skills are transferable across to any of the timber trades.
STAFF

All modules are delivered by industry experienced instructors and qualified assessors associated with the Australian School of Fine Wood.
EQUIPMENT

The Australian School of Fine Wood comes well equipped with a modern machine room, a comprehensive range of hand tools and a library. The technology has been formed around best industry practice.

COST OF MATERIALS

As stated previously, a materials fee of $103.00 will cover the cost of initial materials in set projects. Participants will however be required to source and fund all timber requirements associated with their major piece and some drawing materials.

LOCATION

The course will be run at the Forest Heritage Centre in Dwellingup. The Forest Heritage Centre is a unique rammed earth construction styled on three leaves. It houses the Fine Wood Gallery, a forest interpretive centre as well as the Australian School of Fine Wood. To add to the forest experience there is a network of walk trails and a tree top canopy walk.

Picturesque Dwellingup is located one hour southeast of Perth. The population of this historic timber town is approximately 400 people who are employed mainly in the timber, mining, orchard and tourism industries. There is a general store, post office, restaurant and hotel in town. Pinjarra, a small rural centre is 15 minutes west of Dwellingup and 30 minutes northwest is the popular coastal resort of Mandurah.

Two hours south of Dwellingup are the beautiful Margaret River and Pemberton tourism regions-famed for their fine wine as well as their fine wood.

Accommodation options are available in Dwellingup and surrounding areas.

WHO SHOULD APPLY

This course has been designed primarily as a bridging or taster course, particularly for those people with a developing interest in woodwork and for those who are exploring the possibilities of working in the fine wood and furniture industries.
